· Exams:

The two exams will be non-cumulative.  They will be comprised of 50 multiple choice questions.  You will have 65 minutes to complete the exam.  Exams will be posted on Thursdays and removed from Blackboard on Sunday at 12:00am (midnight).  To be permitted a make-up exam, the instructor must be notified within 24 hours of the exam, and proper documentation for the missed exam will be required.

· Final Exam:
The final exam will be cumulative.  It will be a similar format to the regular exams.    

· Midterm Project:

This project involves completing a 3 day diet record and analysis, calculating energy expenditure and designing a diet based on a case-study of your choice.  You will also be required to answer discussion questions based on your findings.  The instructions will be posted at the beginning of Unit 2.  It is advised to start on the project well in advance of the due date, as it will be impossible to complete the day before it is due.
· Term Paper (Extra Credit ONLY!):

For 50 points extra credit, you will have the option of writing a 3-4 page paper on an approved nutrition issue of your choice.  The paper should not be a brief overview of a nutrition concern, but rather an in-depth investigation into the topic.  Your topic should be submitted for approval.  
· Assignments/ Homework:

For each Unit, you will have an assignment to turn in for homework.  Each week’s assignment will be posted on Monday and will be due by Sunday night at 12:00 (midnight) the week it is due.  Late work will not be accepted without prior approval.  

· Discussion/Class Participation:

Two discussion board questions posed by the instructor will be posted each week.  The first question will be posted on Monday morning and closed for grading on Wednesday at 12:00am (midnight).  The second question will be posted on Thursday morning and closed for grading on Sunday at 12:00am (midnight).  You are required to respond to each one at least twice.  For full discussion credit, your first posting (primary posting) should answer the question posed by the instructor and the second posting should be a response to a colleague’s posting.  Your posting should not simply reflect that you agree with what another student has posted.  It may intertwine with another posting, but your posting should be a complete, original thought on the subject as it relates to class materials and readings.  Under NO CIRCUMSTANCES will late postings be graded.  This is an online course and participation in the Discussion Board is fundamental.
Late Work

Unless I specify otherwise, all assignments must be turned in by 12:00 (midnight) on Sunday night, the week they are due.  Late work will not be accepted.  In the event of illness, make up work may be accepted, provided that I am afforded documentation to substantiate the reason the assignment is late.
