Enrichment Curriculum- Visual Arts

 There aren’t many man-made things in this world that have not involved the expertise and input of artists. From automobiles, to kitchen appliances, to wedding gowns, to advertising, all begin as a creative idea in the form of a drawing and eventually become developed through critique. Exposing young people to visual literacy skills earlier on in life will better prepare them to embark upon a successful future in a society driven by the visual imagery.

Objectives

· Students will learn basic visual literacy skills through art production, and discussion. 

· Students will learn ways in which to express and communicate ideas creatively. 

· Students will learn social and interpersonal communication skills through     

class critique.
In addition, while participating in arts education, students will be supported to: 

· Respect the uniqueness and creativity of themselves and others 

· Increase their ability to express themselves through the languages of the arts 

· Understand the contributions of the arts/artists to societies and cultures

· Gain a lasting appreciation of art forms experienced as participant and as audience 

· Recognize the many connections between the arts and daily life.
