· CFC was founded in 1991 as an all-volunteer committee through the Chico Unified School District

· Pat Furr is the Chief Executive Officer of CFC who started the company out of her home in Chico, CA 

· In the early years of the company, 22 schools in Chico Unified School District were serviced

· Currently over 33 different counties have been serviced from Hollywood to the Oregon border

· In August 2001, CFC received 501 ( c) (3) tax exempt status from the IRS now allowing donators to give tax deductible donations

· In 2002, CFC began to furnish computers for families

· CFC offers a computer that has the capability to go from English to Spanish with Spanish keyboard decals  and Internet explorer and a dictionary in Spanish
Goals/ Mission Statement

· CFC wants to receive surplus computers, to refurbish and upgrade them using volunteer labor, and to supply them to public and private schools
· CFC wants the students to be "on line" and not "in line"
· All students must have equal access to technology or the "digital divide" will continue to widen
